Phonics in Year 2

* Phonics is taught each morning for 20-30 minutes with
our Anima scheme.

* Most children are remaining in their same classes and
will be assessed frequently by the class teacher and
LSA.

» Phonics now moves away from learning new sounds and
onto spelling rules and adding prefixes and suffixes to
words.

- The children will be assessed in the Autumn Term on

their phonics and placed appropriately onto the reading
scheme.
