e To partition numbers into tens and units.
e To find ten more and ten less of a number.
e To use the greater than, less than and equals
symbols < > =.

e To find different combinations of coins that make
the same amount.
e To add and subtract numbers.
e To compare and measure different lengths.
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At home you could:
o Partition numbers (e.g. 64.60+4 or 10 + 50 + 2 + 2)
o Practise recognising odd and even numbers.
o Find ten more and ten less of a number.
o Continue a number pattern (e.g.2, 4,6, §, ...
. 10,20,30...)
Practise 2x, 5x and 10x tables.
o Order items depending on length, width or size.

e To understand life cycles of different animals —
human, butterfly and frog.

e To name different materials.

e To know what waterproof means and to explore
which materials have this property.

At home you could:
o Find items around your home that are waterproof.
o Research life cycles of other animals.

Geog raphy
To recognise key places on a simple map.

e To develop an understanding of the location of our
school.

e To recognise the difference between human and
physical geographical features.

At home you could:

o Draw a map of the route you take to school.

o List human and physical features in the environment
around your house.

DT

e To explore and use mechanisms (wheels and axels).
e To design, build and evaluate.

At home you could:
o Make a vehicle with moving wheels and axels out of
junk.

PSHE

To recognise their own strengths.

e To understand why rules are useful.

e To explore their identity.

e To know how to keep their teeth clean and why it is
important.

e To recognise what makes a good friend.
